Hallelujah Waltz Reverse Fleckerl

Today, I'd like to go back to Hallelujah Waltz by Read -- hey, You Deserve was by Read, too, so right now, I'm going to be grateful to Kay & Joy Read for these great dances.
And I want to think one more time about the Fleckerl. Of course, the reason is that we have a short video from Egils on both the Reverse and Natural Fleckerl, and I just feel that we need to take advantage of the opportunity. Thanks to Beverly Smith (from way back east) for sending me this link.

In the video, we see the Natural Fleckerl first, so about half-way through (4'45") they get to the Reverse Fleckerl, and they lead into the figure with Reverse or Viennese Turns, which is what we have in Hallelujah Waltz, too. You might remember that I simplified our description of this figure by saying that it is a curving crab walk and a curving vine 3. The man dances the crab walk and then the vine. The lady does the vine, then the crab walk. This same "rule" applies to the Natural Fleckerl but we start with the trail foot.
Yes, this is a simplification, and (horrors) a Crab Walk is a Latin figure, not Smooth. Just think of it as a mnemonic to remind you when you step in front and when behind. With experience, you can add the niceties. Step between your partner's feet, man on step 1 and lady on step 4 (the start of the "crab walk" for each). Of course, no Latin Hip, no ball/flat except on third step of measure as is normal in waltz. Stay close and turn tightly. Here is a full description from our manual.

I'll link as usual to the Hallelujah cue sheet, cue card, and video at rounddancing.net. I don't think the dance is a candidate for "kitchen dancing," but the figure certainly is, and there are combinations worth practicing, for instance the end of A starting with the passing Bota Fogos and maybe some others. Again, depends on the size of your kitchen (and the size of your steps :-)
